1)  Author DVD Project 
2)  Build VIDEO_TS/AUDIO_TS Folders 
3)  Format DVD: 2 options (Choose One) 
 a)  Format to DLT IV Tape Drive 
 b)  Format to DDP 2.00 Fileset 
  - Change output device to “Hard Drive” 
  -  Select “Output Format” to DDP 2.00 
  -  Burn the Fileset to a DVD Data Disc 
4)  Burn to a playable master also, just as backup 
 
Note: DDP 2.00 Filesets contain 3 files per Layer 
 -CONTROL.DAT, IMAGE.DAT, DDPID 

Example Sony DVD Architect 5.0 Workflow: 
1)  Author DVD project 
2)  When complete goto "File-->Make DVD" 
3)  Click "Burn" 
4)  Burn Source "Current Project" 
5)  Click next until you get to "Burn Parameters" 
6)  Change the Device to "ISO Image Writer" 
7)  In the "File Name" box, click the small box 
marked [...] to specify a location to save the ISO 
8)  Click "Finish" and if it asks to burn another 
click "no" 
9)  Exit DVD Architect 
10)  Burn the ISO file from step 7 as a 
DATA-DVD. (DVD-ROM) 
11)  Send the DVD-ROM as the master to be 
Ripguarded. 
12)  Burn to a playable master also, just as 
backup

Example Adobe Encore Workflow: 
1)  Author DVD Project 
2)  Go to File->Build DVD->Make DVD Disc or IMG 
3)  Burn .IMG to a "DATA" DVD"   
4)  Burn to a playable master also, just as backup 

Note:  ALL workflows below require the FINAL OUTPUT of 2 DVDs 
 1) DVD-ROM (Data) - Containing either ISO, IMG, or DDP Fileset 
 and 
 2)  Playable DVD Master 
 
--Any Program can be used to burn the DVD-ROM, such as Roxio CD/DVD Creator or Toast 
--Burn the Playable DVD Master using your DVD Authoring Program.
